Since our founding in 1926, the Junior League of Akron has established or collaborated in the 
establishment of more than 40 community programs, such as: 
• Katherine McLain Knight Nursery in collaboration with Children’s Hospital. 
• Akron Child Guidance Center, the first mental hygiene clinic for children in the country. 
• The Volunteer Center. 
• Henry Resource Learning Center/Grace Center. 
• Planned Parenthood Association of Summit County. 
• Health Education Center. 
• Guardian Ad Litem—program that provides a trained volunteer advocate for every child who 

enters the court system due to alleged abuse, neglect, or chemical dependency. 
• Junior Leadership Akron. 
• Safe Landing Youth Shelter for Girls. 
• Dental Health Clinic located at the Akron Health Department. 
• Family TIES—a family counseling and education center. 
• Children Who Witness Violence 
• Mobile Meals’ Adopt-a-High-Rise
